LEARNING FOR LIFE
RE – Children to continue to explore ‘What it means to be a Muslim in Britain today’ and ‘Why do some people think God exists?’
RHE, Health & Wellbeing & Wider World - We will be recognising and celebrating individuality. We will take a look at stereotypes and how they can influence our treatment of others. We will learn how peer pressure can influence choices and change behaviour. Children will explore strategies on how to seek support for their mental and physical health.
In mini police, the children will learn about the fatal four, the role of the police dog, speed checks, have visits from the armed response team and RNLI, learn briefly about county lines and understand how to look after the community… a jam packed mini-police term!


HISTORY – we will be learning all about WW2 Battle of Britain. We plan to have an immersive day on Wednesday 22nd January, when children can dress up as someone from this period (evacuee, nurse, soldier etc). They will spend the day learning what life was like during WW2, particularly focusing on the beginning of the war.
GEOGRAPHY – The theme for geography is mountains, where children look at mountains locally and around the world.
WIDER CURRICULUM



ART – we embark on a topic called – ‘Every Picture tells a Story’. Children will study and further understand artwork from the famous artist known as Banksy. They will debate the meanings behind these modern-day pieces of graffiti art. 
DT – we will be exploring Healthy Food and developing our skills in food preparation.

Children will enjoy appraising the songs: ‘How does Music connect us with the Past?’ and ‘Fresh Air of Bel Air’.
In addition, children will be learning a variety of songs for our Performance in February

Children will take part in bikeability this term where they learn valuable bike skills and safety. More information on dates and times to follow.
COMPUTING – we will remind children of all our online portals, which they can also access from home. We will study programming using a Crumble Controller.  Also, we will explore the skills of creating Data and Information. We will link to our Mountain topic as we create databases.  Online safety is embedded throughout the computing curriculum.
MATHS – we continue to follow the White Rose Maths Scheme for Year 5. 
We will be studying Multiplication and Division and further develop children’s skills with these operations. 
Afterwards, we will take a further look at Fractions and then move onto decimal numbers and percentages. These topics are quite challenging but they are a key aspect of our curriculum. 
Later in the term, we will investigate perimeter and area and challenge the children to solve word problems associated with this interesting topic.
In Year 5, children are already expected to know all their times tables both multiplication and division facts, so please keep practicing them at home.

SCIENCE – we will spend the whole of the Spring term learning about Earth and Space. This fascinating topic will certainly open children’s minds to both the world in which they live in and the universe in which our planet shares with other planets. 

ENGLISH

We will be exploring a variety of genres across the term, which involves the children to use both their imagination and knowledge. They will begin writing a historical fiction story based on a Gas Mask, and for non-fiction, they’ll write a discussion text around children being evacuated.

READING 
Our Book Study this term is ‘The Boy at the Back of the Class’. The children will have three book study lessons per week where they practice reading fluency skills, as well as comprehension. 
In addition, we shall be encouraging children to ‘read for pleasure’ and will have a range of books linked to WW2 for them to enjoy.

GAPS (Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling) Children will use Spelling Shed to continue to learn spelling rules and patterns. 
This term, we will have two grammar and punctuation lessons a week too. These will link to the skills needed for their fiction and non-fiction writing units.
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
