RSHE, Health & Wellbeing, Wider World – Mini police
This year, Year 5 will take part in Mini Police, which is an exciting programme. This will include: learning about the police, forging positive links with our community and undertaking activities specifically linked with RSHE. We will also learn about online safety, fire safety and water safety. 


HISTORY – we will be learning all about Ancient Greece.  We have a drama workshop group visiting us on the 10th October to bring our learning to life.
GEOGRAPHY – Fair Trade is both a topical and fascinating subject to study and understand. We consider the impact of Fair Trade on people’s lives.

[image: ]MATHS – we will be following the White Rose Maths Scheme for Year 5. 
We start the year by focusing on Place Value. A solid understanding of Place Value is essential in order to understand other areas of mathematics. We will progress through all the calculations: addition, subtraction, multiplication and division and consolidate / extend your child’s knowledge on the more formal methods. 
In term 2, we will begin our first look at Fractions, understanding equivalent fractions, improper fractions and mixed numbers, learning how to add and subtract fractions.
Fluency, Reasoning and Problem solving are included in units throughout the year. 
In Year 5, children are already expected to know all their times tables both multiplication and division facts so please continue to practise them at home.  
PE - Please ensure your child has their PE kit in school at all times. This should include warmer clothes for the winter months. You will find the days your child is doing PE in their diary. 
If your child cannot remove their own earrings, please do not send them into school wearing them on their PE days. If your child has long hair, please ensure a hair bobble/band is part of their PE kit.

COMPUTING – we will remind children of all our online portals, which they can also access from home. 
Children will start to create vector drawings. They will learn how to use different drawing tools to help them create images. Then we will study computer systems and see how information is transferred between systems and devices.   
Online safety is embedded throughout the computing curriculum.
Year 5 Autumn Term 2024
SCIENCE – we will begin by learning about materials and understanding their different properties and uses in life.    
In term 2, we will explore Forces in our world. We will understand the different types of Forces and their impact upon our world.
Working scientifically is integrated across all units of work.
ENGLISH – we will deliver our English lessons using Talk for Writing and explore both fiction and non-fiction texts. In fiction, we begin with a suspense story based on a Greek myth and later create a comic book. For non-fiction, we create an explanation text and after, an email recount based on our book study text. 
In addition, we will study a variety of story books and poetry to stimulate interest and encourage the children to write in the style of these authors. Towards the end of term, we immerse ourselves in ‘The Snowman.’

READING – We have book study three sessions a week where we immerse ourselves into a book. Our Book Study this term is ‘There’s a Boy in the Girls’ Bathroom’. We delve into the plot and characters, as well as using the VIPERS to look at each reading skill in depth. In addition, we shall be encouraging children to ‘read for pleasure’ during our time to read our class text or when we share our favourite books in book club sessions. 
 
FRESH START – we follow Read Write Inc. This programme will take place for selected Y5 children, who need further support with their reading and writing. There will be 4 sessions a week.

GAPS (Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling) – our grammar focus will be linked to the genre of English being studied as well as securing a wide range of sentence structures.  We use Spelling Shed to learn and practice spellings – children have logins to continue learning at home.
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
